	 Conditions of your parole
	· you must be of good behaviour and not commit any offence,

· the order may be revoked if  you do not comply with any of the terms and conditions of the order,

· the order may be revoked if the Children’s Court determines that it has sufficient reason to believe that the detainee, having been released from custody, has not adapted to normal lawful community life.



	Standard Parole Conditions ONLY if Parole is supervised
	While you are subject to supervision by a supervisor under such a condition, you must: 

(a)  participate in any activities arising from the order that your assigned officer or supervisor directs you to,

(b)  report to your assigned officer or supervisor at such times and places as you may be directed,

(c)  be available for interview at such times and places as your assigned officer or supervisor directs,

(d) to reside only at a place that your supervisor approves of

(e)  receive visits at your home at reasonable hours from your assigned officer or supervisor if the visits help them to administer the order. 

(f)  not  leave New South Wales without the permission of the Director General,

(g)  not leave Australia without the permission of the Children’s Court,

(h)  accept any direction of a supervisor about maintaining or obtaining employment

(i)  inform any employer about the order and if directed by a supervisor, the offence it relates to

(j) authorise contact between any employer and a supervisor

(k) do personal development activities or counselling or treatment programs as directed by your supervisor. 

(l)   inform your supervisor if you intend to change your employment: 

(i)  if practicable, before the change occurs, or

(ii)  otherwise, at your next interview with your supervisor,

(m)  follow your supervisor’s directions about associating with specific people,

(n)  not to go to any place or district as directed by your supervisor,

· Your supervisor may, with the concurrence of the Director General, direct that the conditions of the parole order regarding supervision are suspended.

· Such direction takes effect when notice of the direction is given to the detainee.
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
